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On the Contribution of Li Dazhao’s “Innovation”

from the Perspective of “the Firsts”

Abstract; In 1919, Li Dazhao published Reinterpretation of Problem and Doctrine, which
indicated that he was the first person to spread Marxism in China and the earliest pioneer of
Marxist Chinalization. He published On Historiography in 1924, which laid a solid founda-
tion for Marxist Chinese Historiography. Li Dazhao was also the first Chinese Communist to
explore the construction of new democratic ideology and culture. In 1920, at Peking Univer-
sity, Li Dazhao organized the first research society of Marxism in China, made ideological
and organizational preparations for the founding of Chinese Communist Party in Beijing and
the northern areas, and cultivated a number of founding fathers of the Chinese Communist
Party, the People’s Liberation Army, the People’s Republic of China and socialist construc-
tion, including Mao Zedong.
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
