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The CPC Members’ Educational Practice and Their
Historical Contribution in Hami from 1938 to 1942

Abstract; After the establishment of the national united front for the resistance against Japa-
nese aggression in Xinjiang, more than 100 cadres were sent to work in Xinjiang by the Com-
munist Party of China.
